The importance of the census stems from the fact that it is the only statistical process
that is carried out with a comprehensive inventory, which is an integrated
photographic image of society during a specific moment in time. The census data
also represents a main base for population, housing and establishments statistics that
are of interest to planners, researchers and decision-makers. This 2020 census is the
sixth of its kind in a series of population censuses in the State of Qatar, where
previous censuses were conducted in the years (1986, 1997, 2004, 2010, 2015
“simplified”’). Modern technology has been used to implement this census in all its
stages and to issue accurate results in record time.

This census was distinguished by its use of administrative records at the official
authorities in the country, in addition to applying modern technologies. Tablets, the
Internet and census call center were all used to collect, enter and review the data,
which contributed to expediting the announcement of these high-quality results and
providing them to users in record time.

On this occasion, I would like to extend my sincere thanks to all government
agencies, private establishments and all residents of the country, both citizens and
residents, for the great support and sincere response, which had the greatest impact
on the success of this major national project and the achievement of a "Successful
Census for Sustainable Development."

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Introduction

The General Census of Population, Housing and Establishments 2020 project is one
of the most important statistical projects of the Planning and Statistics Authority,
and is based on:

1. Law No. (2) of 2011 and its amendments regarding official statistics, which
states in Article (2) that “the general census of population shall be conducted at
least once every ten years and whenever needed based on a resolution by the
Council of Ministers.

2. The approval of the Council of Ministers at its regular meeting No. (18) held on
10.05.2017, to conduct the general census of population, housing and
establishments 2020.

3. The Council of Ministers' Resolution No. (4) of 2018 to conduct the general
census of population, housing and establishments 2020 in conjunction with the
rest of the Gulf Cooperation Council countries.

4. The United Nations recommendations in accordance with the United Nations
Global Program for the Census (cycle 2020), which states that: each country
shall implement at least one census during the period (2015 to 2024), while
updating the census implementation methodologies and obtaining modern
technological knowledge and assistance.

The General Census of Population, Housing and Establishments 2020 was
conducted in the scheduled year, with a few months delay. The actual population
enumeration process started in December 2020, later than the scheduled date in
March 2020, due to the restrictions imposed for the preventive and precautionary
measures to limit infection and the spread of the Coronavirus (Covid-19). Compared
to other countries in the region, the State of Qatar is a pioneering country in fully
implementing the 2020 census despite the pandemic conditions. Although these
conditions continued until the date of implementation of the census, the restrictions
imposed during the pandemic were managed and the census was conducted in the
scheduled year, as all efforts were made during the census implementation to ensure
the safety of the community.

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General Concepts of Census

The UN Definitions of Censuses:

The following are the definitions stated in the principles and recommendations
issued by the (UN Department of Economic and Social Affairs) about the
population and housing censuses, which all countries complied with in carrying
out their censuses:

1.

Population Census:

Population Census is the overall process of collecting, classifying,
assessing, analyzing, disseminating and providing all demographic,
economic and social data pertaining to all persons within the borders of the
state or in a precisely specified part of it in a given time period.

The population census aims basically at identifying the population number
and their geographic distributions according to some basic characteristics in
order to realize the development goals of the State.

Housing Census:

Housing Census is a synonymous phrase with “Census of Buildings” in
some countries. It means the overall process of collecting, classifying,
assessing, analyzing, disseminating and providing all statistical data of
buildings, their important characteristics, their components
(residential and non-residential units) and their geographic distributions
within the borders of the State or in a precisely specified part of it in a given
time period.

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2. De jure:

Enumeration of individuals according to their usual place of residence at the
time of census regardless of where they are at the enumeration night.
Meaning that the family members who are absent for emergency reason at
the enumeration night shall be counted among their families. This technique
is characterized by the distribution of population where they live. It
represents the actual picture and is easily used in a relatively prolonged
enumeration period. Thus, it is regarded as a better technique in many
countries.

Census Characteristics:

The census has the following basic characteristics:

1.

Officiality:

The census is conducted by virtue of a decree issued by the State’s supreme
authority in addition to the issuance of a special law for the census. That
special law is regarded as the legal basis that guarantees its success. It urges
the ministries, all levels of governmental institutions, nationals, residents
and owners of establishments to cooperate completely with the Planning and
Statistics Authority, given that all parties are concerned with the
implementation and success of this national project.

On the other hand, the legal bases of the census prohibit the use of individual
data for non-statistical purposes, which encourages individuals and
establishments to provide correct and complete data.

Individual Enumeration:

It means that every individual is enumerated separately. and, the
individual’s data and characteristics are recorded independently in the
census, whether he/she lives in a household, public housing or labor
compound. The enumeration unit is the household in which its members live
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together, while the characteristics of each person are collected separately.
However, the “individual” is the enumeration unit for the residents of public
housing and labor compounds.

In the housing census, the enumeration unit is the “building”. So, its
characteristics are collected, and its components are enumerated from
residential and non-residential units.

In the establishments census, the enumeration unit is the (establishment).

Simultaneousness:

Individuals are enumerated according to their characteristics at a fixed time
period known as the census time reference (or the enumeration night). Some
characteristics may be collected over a longer time period, e.g. the
individual's employment status which is collected for the week preceding
the enumeration night.

inclusivity:

It means that the census must include the whole country and cover every
part in there according to the “directory of administrative units”. In the State
of Qatar, these units are divided into municipalities, zones and blocks that
are geographically specified with precision and no omission or duplication.
Geographical maps are used to help in this task.

Periodicity:

The census must be conducted at regular intervals (once every five or ten
years) in order to facilitate the comparison of current census with previous
ones. In addition, the next census must be conducted at the same time of the
year (as far as possible) if the date was found to be satisfactory, unless strong
reasons force this date to be changed.

In countries with fast and major changes in the conditions of population or
housing, a general census is conducted every five years.
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The Use of Census Data

It is unanimously agreed that the census has many uses and multiple benefits in
the community where it is conducted. Most of these benefits are derived by
expanding the content of the general population census to include the buildings
census (called also the housing census) and (the establishments census).
Therefore, the general census constitutes an important and fundamental source
of all data and information about the population, housing and establishments in
the country. We can summarize the general framework of using the census data
as follows:

e The Use of the Population Census Data:

1. Among the most important data provided by the census are the number and
various characteristics of population at the level of all administrative units
in the country in order to describe and assess their economic, social and
demographic characteristics. and in making sound policies and programs
aimed at enhancing the welfare of the country and its population.

2. Among the most important administrative uses of the census data is the
determination of boundaries of electoral districts and the distribution of
population representation in these districts.

3. Fair distribution of services according to the numbers and characteristics of
population. For instance, schools are constructed based on the number and
ages of children (male and female). Also, hospitals are constructed in the
areas that need more based on the population growth in these areas. The
same stands true on determining the need for new markets or commercial
centers to be constructed.

4. Studying the population composition of the community and knowing the
numbers and ratio of nationals (citizens) and expatriates. Studying also the
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development of their numbers, nationalities and various characteristics.
Specifying their needs for commodities and services that suit them.
Applying important strategic procedures as the population's large number
represents a huge cultural and social challenge.

The census provides a comprehensive and up-to-date frame involving the
names of heads of households, both Qataris or non-Qataris, the names of
small and big labor compounds to serve as the basis for the implementation
of future sample household surveys and research.

The Use of the Buildings Census Data:

The census provides detailed data on the number of buildings, their types,
current status, uses, ownership, construction year, connection to public
utilities and geographical distributions in all administrative units in the
country.

The census provides enough data on the numbers and components of the
buildings (housing units and establishments). These data can be compared
with the data of previous censuses to know the extent of development
achieved lately in the urban renaissance of the country. These data are also
used to know the numbers, types and characteristics of various buildings,
whether completed or under construction.

The census provides data on the number of floors in the buildings. This helps
to study the phenomenon of vertical expansion, the optimum use of lands in
some distinct areas or the arecas with high density of population and the
impact of that on the efficiency of utilities, roads and services.
Consequently, this assists in setting up development plans at all planning
levels.

4. The census enables to record the number of housing units, their types,
occupancy whether it is used for residence or for work, or if it is closed or
vacant, and geographical distribution. This helps making a housing policy
on solid grounds to cater the need for these units in future.

e The Use of the Establishments Census Data:

1. The census provides precise and up-to-date data on the number of
establishments in each administrative unit.

2. The census provides data on operating establishments in terms of the Sector
of economy they belong to, the economic activity, the nationality, the
capacity and their legal entity.

3. The census provides data on the numbers of both male and female workers,
both Qataris or Non-Qataris, to assist in estimating the labor market’s needs
for expatriate workers and determining their numbers and required
characteristics.

4. The census provides a comprehensive and up-to-date frame about all
working establishments in the country. That frame provides the basis in
carrying out future economic surveys, to serve the economic development
plans, and those that are linked to national accounts.

In fact, the above does not cover all the uses of census data, as the census
data is the cornerstone of the statistical system. Therefore, the Planning
and Statistics Authority (PSA) provides these data in different forms. The
PSA has posted a set of main tables of the census on its website and has
produced a large number of these tables on CDs. However, hard-copy
publications in volumes are still the preferred option for documenting
census results for researchers in many countries.

e Methodology of the 2020 Census:

The methodology for conducting Census 2020 mainly depended on the
administrative records from various government agencies in the country, which
represent the sources of census data. And the missing data was collected through
field operations, and mechanisms were developed to ensure that administrative
records are continuously updated.

In order to ensure the success of this method and the success of the 2020 census
and its achievement of its objectives , several evaluations were conducted to
determine the statistical validity of the administrative records available for use
in the census stages. In addition, testing and technical analysis programs were
applied Electronically using information systems and electronic linkage with
data sources.

Proper planning for the implementation of this linkage by controlling the quality
of the data from its sources and setting up necessary mechanisms and protocols
to ensure safety and continuous updating had a great impact on conducting
Census 2020 in the fullest manner and its achievement of the desired goals.
Adopting such methodology is considered a paradigm shift in conducting
censuses, which is in line with international statistical development that urges
countries to use administrative records in statistical operations, and the
production of indicators and statistical data in real time.
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In general, the methodology that was followed in conducting Census 2020 can
be summarized in the following points:

1.

10.

Identifying the variables required for the census and conducting a
preliminary assessment to identify the data users’ requirements that can be
provided through available data sources, and the data that may need to be
collected using traditional methods.

Identifying the census data sources, meeting and coordinating with the
identified data sources managers, to study, analyze and evaluate the
availability of the required data, and determining the mechanism for
updating such data and providing the missing ones.

Preparing the manuals, concepts and terminology to be used in the census
data coding process and examining and determining the consistency of the
manuals and concepts used in the census with the data received from data
sources.

Working through joint committees with census data sources to provide
statistical methodologies that are tested to enable data linking, and to
address missing and inconsistent data.

Preparing and equipping systems and programs of the electronic linking
process between data sources as well as monitoring, auditing and coding
programs.

Implementing the electronic linking process, testing the data received from
the sources and ensuring its integrity, consistency and quality.

Conducting the pilot census and evaluating its results to determine and
assess the extent to which it has achieved the desired goals.

Conducting the census on time according to plan.

Announcing the main results, followed by the detailed results and analytical
reports of the census results.

Preparing the main tables to be published annually after the year 2020
through the latest data received from data sources.

e Requirements of Administrative Record-Based Census:

Administrative records can be defined as a set of data that generates as a result
of administrative processes provided by various authorities, especially
governmental agencies, for individuals, institutions and society.

The development of a system to control and monitor the statistical quality of the
data source is an essential component in the methodology of using
administrative records as one of the main sources of official statistics. This
census is also considered to be the first step in establishing a comprehensive
system for the statistical quality of administrative records data and statistical
indicators in the country, in order to achieve the objectives required for
sustainability and modernization of this base by:

v Ensuring the continuity and sustainability of data flow from its sources.
v

v

Ensuring the adequacy and comprehensiveness of the census source data.
Ensuring the integrity of data collection systems and their suitability to
census requirements.

v Ensuring the consistency of source data with statistical definitions and
classifications in accordance with international guidelines.

Maintaining a proper periodical updating of the source data to ensure that it
is up-to-date and reflects reality.

Providing mechanisms for checking and processing source data that are

consistent with internationally recognized best practices.

v Conducting periodic assessment and continuous review of the source
administrative records.
v' Identifying the gaps and opportunities for improvement in the

administrative records data in terms of details and coverage (and developing
a methodology to address such gaps).
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e Development of Electronic Register-Based Statistical System:

It means that all statistical records are part of the same system and not as single
records, and that all major records can be interrelated. It follows in all stages of
statistical processes: data collection, data processing, quality control and
dissemination. The register-based statistical system should never be considered
definitively complete. With the emergence of new user needs and the creation
of new administrative records, new information should be incorporated into the
system.

Time Reference Period
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The time reference moment is an important component of the census of
population, housing and establishments that defines the principle of
(simultaneousness), which requires that each individual, housing unit, building,
or establishment be enumerated in a predetermined time reference period. This
moment represents the time upon which the census data is based.

It has been decided that the time reference moment in Census 2020 is a moving
moment and not fixed with a specific zero moment. Thus, the midnight of the
researcher's visit to the household is considered the night of enumeration and
the reference moment for collecting the main data of the individuals in this
household, where every person is enumerated up to this moment.

As for the data on the relationship with labor force, its time reference is the
week ending on the night of the enumeration. Whereas, the time reference for
the census of buildings and housing units and the inventory of establishments,
is the midnight of (31 December 2020), which represents the middle of the field
work period.
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Stages of Field Work

An action plan was drawn up and the work and preparatory stages for the
implementation of the census were set ahead of the implementation date. The
study, analysis and assessment of the availability of the census data required
from data sources were completed, the mechanisms for updating and providing
the missing data were developed, the hardware and software were provided, and
the electronic linking operations with data sources were implemented at the
beginning of 2019.

After extracting the results from the electronic linking operations that were
completed in the early preparatory stages, two main stages of field data
collection operations were implemented in order to update and complete the
data from the administrative records and verifying for comprehensiveness and
consistency of the available data with required international standards.

e Stage One: Updating the Buildings Frame and Assigning Address

It was implemented in two parts:

1. Updating the Buildings Frame:
It was implemented in June 2019, with the aim of collecting, sorting,
classifying and rectifying data related to the structural characteristics of
buildings, such as the type of building, its classification and its condition in
terms of construction completion, to ensure the correctness and
comprehensiveness of the data already available with the data sources, as
well as to provide some necessary data that are not available with the source.
Prior to the start of implementing this stage, and in coordination with the
building data sources, the Planning and Statistics Authority prepared the
Guide of (the Unified National Classification of Buildings in the State of
Qatar), which was approved by the Council of Ministers to be implemented
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by all authorities concerned with building data in the country. At this stage,
the guide was the basis for the classification of buildings and updating of
the building classification data with the building data sources.
2. Assigning Address
This stage was implemented in November and December 2019. It served as
the main stage for collecting data and characteristics of buildings, housing
units and establishments for Census 2020.
v Updating the addresses of housing units, households and establishments.
v" Updating and completing the data of the main characteristics of
buildings, housing units, households and establishments available with
the data sources.
v Creating a modern and high-quality frame to be used in the distribution
of the Work load of the second stage (the main enumeration stage of the
census).

e Stage Two: Main Enumeration Stage

It is the main and final stage of the census, during which the data and
characteristics of households and individuals were collected and linked with the
data of administrative records received from data sources to ensure that they are
accurate and updated, and to provide the missing data.

The actual enumeration operations began at this stage in December 2020, later
than the scheduled date of April 2020, due to the restrictions imposed for the
preventive and precautionary measures to limit infection and the spread of the
Corona virus (Covid-19).

Although these conditions continued until the date of the implementation of the
census, we were able, thanks to God, to overcome the difficulties and obstacles
imposed during the pandemic and conduct the census in the scheduled year,
using all means that contributed to the implementation of the census in a safe
manner for the society.
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Field Work During the COVID-19 Pandemic

The current exceptional circumstances experienced by the world in general and
the State of Qatar in particular due to the Coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic
have imposed a new situation for various aspects of public and private life, as
well as the implementation of projects. The projects mostly affected were those
that required direct contact and communication between individuals, including
statistical fieldwork, especially major ones such as Census 2020. Restrictions
and precautionary measures were imposed to combat the outbreak of the
“COVID-19” during the preparation days and the training of field workers to
implement the main enumeration stage of the census in (March 2020). This
posed a great challenge to complete the stages and steps of Census 2020.
Immediately, a decision was taken to suspend the implementation of the
remaining stages and steps of field work, and to begin preparing and developing
an action plan in line with the conditions imposed by the pandemic without
stopping the census. A plan was developed on several levels aimed to
implement the census before the end of the year as per the internationally
assigned reference year. The plan included the adoption of a number of actions
to overcome the challenges posed by the pandemic, mainly:

1. Coordination with the Ministry of Public Health to harmonize census
operations with health precautionary restrictions and measures imposed in
the country.

2. intensification of the media campaign through various visual, audio and
print media, in addition to other advertising means. The aim was to urge
families and individuals to participate in this important national project, and
to inform them about the field researchers who will visit, as well as to invite
them to complete their data themselves via electronic form. The campaign
included:
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Conducting press, radio and television interviews and reports on a
regular basis.

Preparing educational and awareness videos for the census and
publishing them on television and social media.

Sending text messages to all phone numbers registered in the country in
coordination with the telecom companies.

Using influencers on social media to publish awareness messages and
tweets about the importance of participating in the census.

Printing leaflets and brochures and distributing them through
newspapers and other available media.

Contracting with an advertising company specialized in publishing
advertisements in streets, commercial complexes and areas with high
population density.

Allocating a hotline to respond to inquiries and comments and receive
complaints.

Allocation of external workplaces that covered all parts of the country to
implement the main enumeration stage operations. The field workers were
divided into working groups that were distributed to these workplaces,
which were provided with the latest equipment and software to help
researchers assigned with data collection and the ones who follow up on
field work in those workplaces, to carry out the tasks entrusted to them in a
safe, accurate and rapid manner, while taking all imposed precautionary
measures to combat the spread of the Coronavirus “COVID-19”.

Development of mechanisms for field workers' training. A YouTube
channel was created to upload videos to train researchers on field work in
light of precautionary measures. Intensive theoretical tests were also
conducted for them through a website dedicated for remote tests.
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5. Diversification of data collection tools and means. Several tools and
options for collecting data from families and individuals have been
approved and provided, so that the individual can choose the appropriate
one to participate and provide data for him and his family. Among these
options were:

v

Electronic Form:

The PSA was one of the first in the region to launch the electronic form

for the census, which allows families and individuals to self-complete

their data in the census. The percentage of families and individuals who
completed their data electronically was around 46% of total population.

The electronic form had a significant impact in reducing time and effort,

raising data quality and limiting the spread of infection with the

Coronavirus “Covid-19”, through:

- Early launch of the electronic form to register those who wish to fill
out the form online at the start of the enumeration process.

- Direct self-completion during the stage of the main enumeration
processes without the need for prior registration. The PSA made
self-completion available via the electronic form during field work
period up to one week before the end of the stage.

- Facilitating and diversifying the options for accessing the electronic
form. It was possible to access the electronic form at any time
through PSA website, text messages that were sent to all individuals
in the country and the “QR” code on the field researcher card and
census paper forms and brochures.

Paper Form:

A completely wrapped paper form was designed, printed and provided
to researchers, to be handed over to individuals in case they requested
to fill out and complete their and their families' data personally on paper
forms, and hand them back to the researchers at a later time.
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The paper form also contained a QR code, which enabled individuals
who chose this option to access the electronic form by scanning the
code on their mobile phones, and then completing the required data in
the electronic form without the need to fill out the paper form.

Call Center:

Providing data through the call center is one of the tools that have been
adopted in case individuals wish to provide their and their family's data
through telephone contact with the census call center.

The call center also had an effective role in completing the missing data
from families and individuals in case the self-completed data were not
available through the electronic form by families and individuals, or the
field interview between the researcher and the family was not
completed.

Field Interview:

The field interview with the researcher is the main method adopted for
data collection, as the field researchers conducted a visit to the
remaining households whose data had not been completed through any
of the previous means, which totaled about 50% of the number of
households in the country.

In light of the precautionary restrictions and measures imposed in the
country, a number of new controls have been applied to conducting field
interviews with households and individuals, to ensure the safety of field
workers and visited household members from the risk of infection with
the virus.

Email:

This method was adopted to receive data of individuals in large labor
compounds, after coordination and follow-up between field researchers
and supervisors with the management or those in charge of labor
compounds.
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This method had a major role in collecting data from a large number of
individuals residing in large labor compounds within the country, which
contributed to reducing time and effort, increasing the accuracy and
quality of data, and ensuring the safety of field workers and labors in
those compounds from the risk of infection with the virus.

Developing a data collection system and linking it to administrative
records database, so that this link would help to provide the main data of
households and individuals on handheld devices by entering the individual's
ID number, and then completing the collection of the remaining required
data within a very short time. This method contributed greatly to shortening
the time of field interviews with households and individuals, in addition to
adding a feature to the data collection system with handheld devices, as a
message would appear to the researcher when he visits any of the
households that have completed their data online through the electronic
form or through the call center. The message would inform the researcher
about the household's completion of data without the need to interview
them.

Providing safety and prevention tools against infection or transmission
of infection to fieldworkers. Each researcher was provided with masks,
medical gloves, disinfectant liquids for hands, surfaces and tools, and a face
protector. Strict controls were imposed to ensure compliance with wearing
these tools and adherence to the rest of the precautionary measures such as
social distancing when conducting interviews, no hand shake and others,
which had a great impact on the successful completion of the census without
any direct injury due to the fieldwork of the census among the workers, who
exceeded 2,000 individuals.
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Duties of Fieldworkers by Positions

The structure of fieldworkers consists of a number of hierarchical functions, all
of which belong to the census office, which manages and directs field workers
and follows up on data collection and implementation of the tasks and duties
assigned to each field worker according to his job.

All fieldworkers are represented by the “fieldwork team”, which is divided into
these positions (general inspector =, inspector, group leader, field researcher).
The general inspector supervises a group of inspectors who in turn supervise
group leaders, and each group leader supervises a group of individuals working
as field researchers. The field researcher represents the main position in the
structure of fieldworkers, where he is entrusted with the main process in the
project, which is to collect data from households and individuals.

At this stage of the fieldwork in Census 2020, the "inspectors general"
considered to be the highest field rank, accounting to (12) inspectors general.
Under the management of each of them works (155) individuals, divided
according to their ranks into (5) inspectors, (25) group leaders and (125)
researchers. Each of the high rank official manages (5) low rank individuals,
and each of them performs several administrative, supervisory and technical
tasks according to his rank. Each low rank individual has a serial number
consisting of five digits, where the first two digits represent the number of the
general inspector, the third digit represents the inspector, the fourth digit is for
the group leader and the fifth digit is for the researcher in the group. Each
researcher is assigned several tasks related to data collection operations in the
field.
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General Duties and Responsibilities of Fieldworkers:

All fieldworkers are committed to carry out very important general tasks related
to the legal, security and safety aspect, and to ensure that the tasks assigned to
each position are fully implemented. These general duties are considered among
the most important things that each member of the fieldwork team must abide

by, namely:

Observe the provisions of the laws, rules and regulations in force in the State
of Qatar.

Respect the customs and traditions of the Qatari society.

Full compliance with the preventive and precautionary Instructions, security
and safety measures to limit the spread of diseases.

Regularly attend the training program, paying attention and focusing to
understand the definitions and instructions used.

Adhere to a decent appearance while working.

Adhere to show identification card during field work.

Explain the importance and objectives of the census to head of households.
Commit to official working hours and dedicate work time to perform the
assigned tasks for census.

Follow and implement all instructions contained in this manual for field
work and adhere to all instructions and regulations issued by the Census
Office.

Commit to accurately and honestly perform job duties within the nature of
the assigned job in any location in the State of Qatar.

Properly use and maintain devices, tools, records, publications, IDs, maps
and all other census tools entrusted to him, with no negligence or exposure
to damage, and return them to the Census Office once the census work is
complete.
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12. Maintain the confidentiality of data in accordance with Law No. (2) of 2011
regarding official statistics, amended by Law No. (4) of 2015, during or after
the end of the census period.

13. Commit not to disclose any information related to the work and secrets of
the Planning and Statistics Authority or any party participating in the census
to any natural or legal person.

e General Inspector's Duties

The General Inspector is the first person in charge of the performance and work
of the inspectors, group leaders and researchers affiliated with him in the
groups. He directs them to carry out their tasks and field duties to collect data,
while ensuring comprehensiveness in his work. He is further responsible for
following up the safety of workflow and completion rates, as well as receiving
daily preliminary results from inspectors, each in his work area.

The duties and responsibilities of the General Inspector include the following:

1. Conducting interviews to select candidates to work under his leadership in
fieldwork, preparing lists of the names of those candidates who met the
conditions for fieldwork as (main candidates and alternate candidates), and
submitting these lists to the census administration.

2. Attending the central training program at the PSA, along with the
inspectors, and following up on the implementation of the remote
theoretical and local practical training program for group leaders
(observers) and researchers (enumerators) at headquarters.

3. Receiving publications and tools from census office and delivering those
publications and tools to the inspectors working under his leadership.
Retrieving the devices, publications and tools after the end of the fieldwork,
and handing them over to the Census Department.
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4. Following up the work of those under his leadership (inspectors, group
leaders, researchers) in carrying out all the fieldwork tasks assigned to them.

5. Overcoming the difficulties facing his field groups and helping to solve any
problems.

6. Submitting daily reports to the Census Office.

Inspector's Duties

The Inspector oversees the performance and work of the group leaders and
researchers affiliated with him in the groups. He directs them to carry out their
tasks and field duties to collect data, while ensuring comprehensiveness in his
work. He is also responsible for carrying out several administrative and
supervisory tasks, as well as field implementation in his work area, which
consists of one or more zones or part of a zone, where each zone is divided into
a set of blocks.

The inspector also plays an important and technical role in the field, which is to
collect data of individuals in large labor compounds whose number of
individuals exceeds 30 persons, by visiting the Building Management of those
labor compounds that are located within the work areas of the inspector.

The duties and responsibilities of the inspector include the following:

1. Attending the central training program at the PSA and following up on the
implementation of the remote theoretical and local practical training
program for group leaders (observers) and researchers (enumerators) at
headquarters.

2. Supervising the work of group leaders and researchers.

3. Periodic visits to group leaders to deliver work reports, daily follow-up and
observation.
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4. Ensuring that the group leader has communicated and processed the
observation reports with field researchers.

5. Handing over the administrative boundaries of the work areas of the group
leaders affiliated to him and introducing them to the borders of each
administrative area assigned for their researchers.

6. Visiting the non-responding families to try to persuade them to respond, if
the group leader's attempt to persuade those families failed.

7. Receiving census publications and tools from the General Inspector and
handing them over to the group leaders working under his leadership and
supervising the delivery of these publications and tools to researchers.

8. Retrieving the publications and special tools from the group leaders
working under his leadership and handing them over to the General
Inspector.

9. Overcoming the difficulties facing his field groups and helping to solve any
problems.

e Group Leader's Duties

The group leader is principally and directly in charge of the performance and
work of the researchers affiliated with him in the group. He directs them to carry
out their tasks and field duties to collect data,
comprehensiveness in his work. He is also responsible to carry out a number of

while ensuring

administrative and supervisory tasks, the most important of which is to ensure
that the fieldwork covers all buildings, units and households through daily field
visits to the buildings in which the researcher collected data of units and
households. He then checks the numbers and data of units and households that
the researcher entered on the handheld device and compares them to what exists
in reality. After ensuring that all units are included in the building, the group
leader must check all components of the building for the possibility of finding
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a housing unit in unexpected places such as the roof, garage, basement, palace
garden or villa yard. With regard to households, the group leader must ensure
that the researcher has completed all household data as there could be more than
one household within one housing unit or the existence of a housing unit within
an establishment. He must further ensure that the researcher has collected data
of all the household members.

The duties and responsibilities of the group leader include the following:

1.

Participating in the remote theoretical training program, attending the
central practical training program at the PSA, and following up on the
implementation of the remote local theoretical and practical training
program for researchers (enumerators) at the headquarters.

Receiving his own census publications and tools as a group leader from the
Census Office.

Supervising the delivery of the census framework, publications and tools to
his researchers from the Census Office.

Reviewing the administrative boundaries of his work area and identifying
and handing each of his researchers his own work areas.

Communicating work reports, daily follow-up and observations received
from the inspector to researchers and working with researchers to solve and
process those observations and ensuring that they are completely processed
on the researchers' devices.

Overcoming and solving the difficulties facing by his researchers.

Visiting the non-responding families to try to persuade them to respond, if
the researcher's attempt to persuade them failed. In the event the group
leader also failed to persuade them to respond, he must submit a report on
these families to the inspector.

Preparing work and field status reports in general, and daily statistics on the
completion of the assigned work and handing them over to the inspector in
accordance with the work mechanisms adopted and recognized in the
fieldwork protocol.
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9. Handing over his own census publications and tools as a group leader to the
Census Office once the census work is complete.

10. Supervising the delivery by his researchers of the census framework,
publications and work-related tools to the Census Office after the end of
fieldwork.

e Researcher's Duties

The job of the field researcher is considered the main job in the structure of

fieldworkers, as he collects data in the field from households and individuals.

In order to carry out this main process, he must commit to the following tasks

and duties related to his position as a field researcher:

1. Receiving his own census publications and tools as a field researcher from
the Census Office.

2. Identifying and defining the administrative boundaries of his fieldwork.

3. Continuously communicating with the group leader to review the
completeness of the data that he confirmed and collected in the field, to
ensure its logicality and comprehensiveness, and taking appropriate
measures in case of any defect.

4. Preparing work and field status reports in general, and daily statistics on the
completion of the assigned work and handing them over to the group leader
in accordance with the work mechanisms adopted and recognized in the
fieldwork protocol.

5. In case some families refuse to respond, the researcher must not argue with
them to the extent that they completely refuse to cooperate, but rather he
should let the group leader and the inspector deal with the issue.

6. Reviewing the data of the completed forms and ensuring that the data are
properly filled out.

7. Receiving observations about the data from the group leader and processing
those observations on daily basis.

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Definition and concepts used in census forms

General definitions and concepts

Population Census:

The definition of the census in the State of Qatar concords with the UN
definition that states “Population census is the total process of collecting,
compiling, classifying, processing, assessing, analyzing, disseminating and
presenting statistical data regarding the population distribution and basic
characteristics (demographic, social and economic) pertaining to a specific
reference period for all persons within the borders of the State.” A specific
moment in time is chosen during the reference period. That moment is called
the time reference moment (enumeration night).

General Definition of Building:

Building is any independent free-standing structure, permanently or
temporarily attached or affixed on land or water, irrespective of the purpose of
its construction or its present type of usage. It can be used as residence or for
practicing any activity, or both. The building can be occupied or used for any
purpose, as well as it can be vacant.

Residential Unit:

It is a building or part of a building constructed mainly to accommodate one
household, with a separate door/entrance or more leading to the main road
without passing through another residential unit (e.g. palace, villa, Arabic
house, popular house, elderly house, additional building, etc.). At the time of
enumeration, the residential unit can be occupied by one household or more,
one labor gathering (cluster) or more, an establishment, a public housing, or it
can be vacant or closed. For census purpose, the place that is not originally built
for dwelling, but at the time of enumeration was found to be used for dwelling,
then it is considered a residential unit e.g. cottage, kiosk, tent.
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Household Dwelling:

It is a unit, or a part of a unit occupied by the family in the building, and it can
be one of the following cases:

v The whole building is a single unit occupied by one household, such as a
villa inhabited exclusively by one family.

The whole building is a single unit occupied by several households, such

as the divided villa that accommodates more than one household.

v

The building has several units, and each housing unit is occupied by one
household, such as apartments in a residential building.

The building is not a residential building, but there is a part of the building
used for housing and occupied by a household or labor gathering, such as
labor gatherings in farms, or the guard’s house or room in schools in which
the guard resides alone or with his family permanently...etc.

Household:

Household is an individual or group of individuals who may or may not be
relatives. They live together and make common provisions for food,
accommodation and other essentials for living. Anyone who is usually living
in the housing unit of the household under enumeration is considered a member
of that household (including the servants and domestic workers).

Household Head:

One of the adult members of the household that is considered by the household
as its head regardless of the relation, gender, age or income, provided that he is
not less than 15 years old. Usually, the household head is responsible for
steering the expenditure policy and managing the living for the household.
However, in labor clusters, there is no household head as the definition of
household is not applicable to such clusters.
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10.

Household Member:

It is every person who resides permanently within the household, whether such
person is related to the household head, or of the same nationality as the
household head or not, and shares with the rest of the household members in
housing, food and other aspects of living. This includes servants and drivers
who are permanently residing within the household.

Small Labor Gathering (cluster):

A group of labors of the same gender permanently residing in the housing unit.
They live as a group (collectively) but there is no relationship between them,
and they do not form a living household. Their number ranges between 2 and 6
persons, so they are treated as a small cluster or several households as per the
definition of the household.

Large Labor Gathering (cluster):

A group of labors of the same gender permanently residing in the housing units.
They live as a group (collectively) but there is no relationship between them.
They do not form a household, or a census household and their number is no
less than seven or more persons.

Public Housing:

It is a definition of a group of non-working individuals habitually residing
within an institution, such as (patients who are usually hospitalized, prison
inmates) etc.

Relationship to Labor Force:

The population in terms of their relation to the society’s productive activity is
divided into two categories:

1. Inside the manpower (for persons at the age of 15 or older).

2. Outside the manpower.

Moreover, the persons inside the manpower are divided into two categories:
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1. Inside labor force:
a. Employed.
b. Unemployed.

2. Outside labor force: Individuals capable, in terms of physical and mental
strength, to perform economic activity, but do not practice it for reasons
that keep them away from it, as follows:

a. Full time students.
b. Full time housewives.
c. Unemployed and not looking for jobs

As for persons outside the manpower, they include:

1. Children under the working age (less than 15 years).

2. The elderly who do not engage in productive work (65 years and older).

3. Disabled and invalids who are severely handicapped or incapacitated and
cannot perform the economic activity.

e Definitions and Concepts of Buildings Form

1. Building Condition:

It is the building condition according to the external appearance of the building

and its connection to all necessary utilities such as electricity, water and sewage.

The condition of the building is one of the following:

(1) Completed: It means the building whose construction was completed and
provided with all necessary utilities. It might be occupied as residence,
establishment or vacant at the enumeration time.

(2) Under construction: It means the building under construction and has not
been completed, even if its features are clear even if its features were clear
but missing some finishing works to be completed or good for use.
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(3) Under demolition (ready for removal): It means the building in which
demolition operations are taking place during the period of field work or
has been completely vacated in preparation for its demolition.

Blue Plate (QARs number of the building):

It is the number placed by the municipality to the right of the main entrance to
the building. It is a blue metal plate containing (area number, street number,
building number).

Building Type:

It is the classification of the building in terms of the shape and qualitative
characteristics of the building according to (the Guide to the National Standard
Classification of Buildings in Qatar V1).

Number of floors in the building:

It means the number of floors in the building, including the ground floor,
mezzanine and other floors, without counting the basement floors that do not
contain residential units. However, if they contain residential units, they are
counted.

Number of units in the building:

It is a building or part of a building originally constructed to accommodate one
household, with a separate door/entrance or more leading to the main road
without passing through another housing unit (e.g. palace, villa, Arabic house,
popular house, elderly house, additional building, flat or a independent room in
an apartment-building).

At the time of enumeration, the residential unit can be occupied by one
household or more, a labor gathering (cluster) or more, an establishment, a
public housing or it can be vacant or closed. For census purpose, the place,
which is not originally constructed for dwelling, but at the time of enumeration
was found to be used for dwelling, then it is considered a residential unit (e.g.
cottage, kiosk, tent).
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The number of units in the building means the number of residential units in
the building to which the previous definition applies.

e Definitions and Concepts of Residential Units Form

1. Serial Number of Residential Unit:
It is the number of the residential unit on the blue metal plate placed by the
municipality to the right or above the main entrance to the unit, or in the absence
of it, it is the serial number of the residential unit given by the owner of the
building for each residential unit in the building, and in the absence of it, it is
the serial number that the researcher gives to the housing unit based on his
counting of the residential units in the building.

2. Type of Residential Unit:

It is the classification of residential units according to the following types:
(101) Palace (102) Villa (103) Arab house (104) Popular house (105) Elderly
house (106) Additional building (107) Apartment (108) Separate room
(109) Room in a unit (110) Part of a unit/ building (111) Chalet (112) Part
of an establishment (113) Marginal Building/other (114) Beach-road house
The options for the residential unit type appear in each unit, according to how
far it is matching to the type of building in which the unit is located. For
example, the options for the type of unit (Arab house, popular house, elderly
house, apartment, chalet, part of an establishment, beach-road house) do not
appear for a building of the type "Palace", but the rest of the options appear,
which are consistent and can be found inside the palace.
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3. Occupancy of Residential Unit:

This means the present type of occupancy and usage of the place at the time of
enumeration, which is considered as single residential unit as mentioned earlier
in the definition of the residential unit. Occupancy can be one of the following
cases:

(1) Qatari Household Residence: It means that the residential unit is wholly
occupied as residence by one or more Qatari households. In the event that
the unit is occupied by more than one household, the other household or
households may be non-Qatari.

(2) Non-Qatari Household Residence: It means that the residential unit is
totally occupied as residence by one or more non-Qatari households.

(3) Small Labor Gathering: It means that the residential unit is permanently
and collectively occupied as residence by a group of individuals of the same
sex (all males or all females). They are not related by kinship and their
number ranges between (2-6) individuals and they do not form a household,
as a single individual is considered a "household" and not a gathering.

(4) Large Labor Gathering: It means that the residential unit is wholly
occupied as residence by a labor gathering or more than one individual of
the same sex (all males or all females) permanently and collectively. They
are not related by kinship and their number is 7 persons or more.

(5) Public housing: In the event that the residential unit is a public housing,
such as (guest house / rest house / hospital / prison / student housing).

(6) Work: In the event that the residential unit, which is originally constructed
for the purpose of residence, is wholly occupied by one or more
establishments.

(7) Housing and work: It means that the residential unit is occupied by one or
more households in some of its parts or rooms, and at the same time, in
some of its other parts or rooms, an economic activity is carried out as an
establishment (such as a doctor who lives and practices his work as a doctor
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in the same place of his residence, meaning that the residential unit is
considered a medical clinic and housing for the doctor at the same time).

Closed: It means that the residential unit, which is originally meant for the
accommodation of a single household, found closed at the time of

®

enumeration. Nature of usage could not be known.

(9) Vacant: It means that the place, which is originally meant for the
accommodation of a single household, found vacant at the time of
enumeration.

Definitions and concepts of the form of households and labor
gatherings

Household Head Name:

It means the name of the head of the household, whether it is a Qatari or non-
Qatari household, or the name of a member of a small labor gathering, or the
name of the gathering or institution in the case of a large labor gathering, or the
name of the public housing in the case of public housing.

Household Head ID Number:

It is the Qatari ID number of the household member whom the household
considers its head, or the Qatari ID number of a member of a small labor
gathering. This statement is not required in the case of large labor gatherings or
public housing.

Household Identification:

It means the type of household in terms of the nationality of the household head.

As for labor gatherings and public housing, it means the type of gathering in

terms of the number of individuals (small gathering / large gathering), and the

household identification is one of the following cases:

(1) Qatari Household: It means that the nationality of the household head is
“Qatari,” regardless of the nationality of the rest of the household members.
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(2) Non-Qatari Household: It means that the nationality of the household
head is “non-Qatari,” regardless of the nationality of the remaining
members of the household.

(3) Small Gathering: It means the labor gathering that includes a group of
individuals of the same sex (all males or all females). They are not related
by kinship and their number ranges between (2-6) individuals.

(4) Large Gathering: It means the labor gathering that includes a group of
individuals of the same sex (all males or all females). They are not related
by kinship and their number is 7 persons or more.

(5) Public Housing: It means a group of individuals permanently residing in
aplace that is considered a public housing, such as (guest house / rest house
/ hospital / prison / student housing).

Number of Household Members:

It means the total number of members permanently residing with the household,
including visitors, servants, and drivers, while categorizing the number by
nationality (Qatari / non-Qatari), except for those who temporarily reside with
the household and have another permanent place of residence at the time of the
interview with the household head, even if they are children or relatives of the
household head.

Definitions and concepts of the form of individuals in households
and labor gatherings

Full Name:
It is the name of the individual whose data is being completed during the
interview with the household, small or large labor gathering, or public housing.
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2.

ID Number:

It is the QID Number of the individual whose data is being completed during
the interview with the household, small or large labor gathering, or public
housing.

Relation to Household Head:

It means the kinship or relationship between each household member and the

head. This statement is only required for individuals in households (Qatari

family, non-Qatari family), and is not required for individuals in small or large
gatherings or public housing, as they are not considered households.

The relationship to the household head is one of the following options:

(1) Household Head: The individual considered by the household as its head
regardless of the relation, gender, age or income, provided that such person
is not less than 15 years old. Usually, this person is the one who gives the
data of the household.

(2) Wife/Husband: The member who has a marital relationship with the
household head, whether it is a female married to the male head of the
household, or a male married to the female head of the household.

(3) Son\Daughter: The household member who is considered one of the sons
or daughters of the household head and bears his name. The stepchildren
(children of the husband from another wife or the children of the wife from
another husband) are not given this option, as they are considered “another
relative” in relation to the household head.

(4) Son \Daughter-in-Law: The household member who is married to one of
the daughters of the household head or who is married to one of the sons
of the household head.

(5) Grandson / Granddaughter: The household member who is considered
one of the grandsons or granddaughters of the household head.

(6) Father\Mother: The household member who is the father or mother of the
household head.
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(7) Brother\Sister: The household member who is the brother or sister of the

household head.

(8) Other Relative: The household member who has a kinship or direct

relationship with the household head, with the exception of the above-

mentioned relationships, such as (grandfather/grandmother, uncle/aunt and
their children), and the “Other Relative” relationship includes the wife’s
children from another husband, the husband's children from another wife

(stepchildren).

Non-Relative: The household member who has no kinship or direct

relation with the household head, such as (one of the wife’s relatives if the

husband is the head, or one of the husband’s relatives if the wife is the
head).

(10) Workers and servants: The household member who has no kinship or
direct or indirect relation with the household head, and they are considered
as domestic workers (such as the maid, the nanny, the driver, the garden
coordinator...etc).

)

Residence Status:

It means the status of the individual permanently residing in the household, in
terms of his presence with the family in the residential unit on the time
reference night (midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the household), and
it is one of the following options:

(1)Present: It is a household member who usually resides in the residential unit
being enumerated and who has spent the night of the time reference in it.
(2) Temporarily Absent: The household member who usually resides in the
residential unit being enumerated but did not spend the night of the time
reference in it for any reason, such as working night shifts on a continuous
or temporary basis, fishing within the territorial waters, or being an armed
forces personnel stationed within the boundaries of the State or any other
reason, or a non-Qatari individual whose absence was for a period not

exceeding two months prior to the time reference night.

(3) Visitor: An individual who is not a member of the household, and who
happened to be at the residential unit being enumerated, but has been there
for the time reference night temporarily for a period not exceeding two
months prior to time reference night, and for a non-Qatari who does not
have a fixed place of residence in the State of Qatar.

However, if the individual who happened to be on the time reference night
at the residential unit has a usual place of residence inside Qatar and has
not been absent for a period of more than two months, no data shall be
collected for him in this household, as their data shall be completed with
his household at their place of residence in their residential unit. But if he
does not have a usual place of residence, his data should be taken together
with this household in that residential unit being enumerated.

Abroad: The household member who usually resides in the residential unit
being enumerated, but is currently abroad due to study, work, treatment, or
others.

The data of the Qatari individual who is present abroad should be taken
together with his household members, regardless of the length of his
absence, and for any reason (study, treatment, tourism, training...etc).

Nationality:

It means the nationality to which an individual belongs regardless of his place
of birth or the travel document he holds. If the individual holds more than one
nationality, then record the nationality under which he resides in the State of
Qatar.

Qatari individual is the one who holds a Qatari passport or has the right to
obtain a Qatari passport as stipulated by law for family members whose head
holds a Qatari passport.

Length of Current Residence in Qatar:

It means the total period of residence and presence of non-Qatari individuals
within the State of Qatar in full years. Hence, the person who is inside the
country for a period of less than one year, the period of his presence and current
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7.

residence in Qatar shall be considered (0). For those who have been in the
country for more than one year and less than two years, the period of current
presence and residence in Qatar shall be (1), and so on. The whole year must
be completed in order to be counted within the period of current residence in
Qatar, and months are not counted.

Education Enrollment:
This statement is to be filled only for Qatari individuals aged 3-29 years, i.e. all
those born 3-29 years before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the
household.
The "Education Enrollment" means the individual's enrollment in a public or
private educational institution with the intention of obtaining a scientific
qualification at any stage or level of education. It also includes all those
affiliated with universities, institutes, colleges and other types of distance
education. It does not include short training courses of less than a full academic
year organized by some government agencies or private companies. The study
enrollment options are one of the following two options:

(1) Currently enrolled: It is designated for the individual who is currently
enrolled to study in an educational institution, whether governmental or
private, inside or outside the country, at any stage of the recognized
education, and is registered in and regularly attend its classes regardless of
the school hours.

(2) Not currently enrolled: It is designated for the individual who is not
currently enrolled in any governmental or private educational institution
with the intention of educational attainment, or who has completed his
studies at a certain stage of education and is not pursuing any other studies
at any level of formal education, affiliation or distance education. The
individual may have never enrolled in any of the different stages of
education and is 3 years old or more, such as the dropout.
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8. Current Educational Level:

This statement is to be filled only for Qatari individuals aged 3-29 years who
are reported to be currently enrolled in education, i.e. all those born 3-29 years
before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the household and they
answered the previous question (Are you currently enrolled in study?) with yes.
The educational stage of current enrollment means the educational stage in
which the individual enrolled with the intention of obtaining a scientific
qualification, whether it is in a governmental or private educational institution,
or a training course of no less than a full academic year organized by some
government agencies or private companies. The educational stage of current
enrollment is one of the following:

(1) Pre-primary (2) Primary (3) Preparatory (4) Secondary (5) Post-
secondary diploma (6) University (7) Postgraduate studies

Educational Attainment:

This statement is to be filled for all individuals aged 10 years and older, all
those born 10 years before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the
household.

The educational attainment of the individual means the status of the individual
in terms of his educational level, completion of study at one of the educational
levels and obtaining a scientific certificate therein, whether it is in a public or
private educational institution. The educational status of the individual is one
of the following options:

(1) Illiterate (2) Read & Write (3) Literacy (4) Primary (5) Preparatory
(6) Vocational training (7) Secondary (8) Post-Secondary Diploma (9)
University (10) Higher diploma (11) Master’s (12) Doctorate (13) Other.
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10.

Specialization:

This statement is to be filled for all individuals aged 10 years and older who
have a preparatory certificate or higher, that is, all those born 10 years before
the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the household) and their answer
to the previous question (educational status) was that their educational status is
one of the options of higher than primary education.

Specialization means the scientific specialization at the scientific level at which
the individual obtains a scientific degree, such that the specialization is
"scientific" or "literary" for those holding a preparatory or secondary
certificate, or it is "mechanics" or "electricity" for those holding a vocational
training certificate, or it is "Computer Sciences”, “Aeronautical Engineering”
or “Human Medicine” for holders of a university degree and higher.

Marital Status:

This statement is to be filled for all individuals aged 15 years and older, namely,

all those born 15 years before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the

household.

Marital status means the individual's civil or (social) status, and it is one of the

following:

(1) Never married: The individual who has never got married at the time
reference date.

(2) Married: The individual bound by a marriage contract, whether the
contract is coupled with consummation or not, at the time reference date.

(3) Divorced: The individual who got married and this marriage ended up with
divorce but is not bound to any marriage contract at the time of the
reference date.

(4) Widowed: The individual whose marital life ended up with the death of
the spouse and is not bound by any marriage contract at the time of the
reference date.
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12. Number of Wives in Marital Bond:

This statement is to be filled for all married male individuals aged 15 years and
older, i.e. all males born 15 years before midnight prior to the researcher's visit
to the household, who reported that their marital status was "married" when
answering the previous question "Marital Status".

The number of wives in the marital bond means the number of wives to whom
a married man is bound by legally valid marriage contracts at the time reference
date (midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the household) regardless of their
place of residence.

13. Relationship to Labor Force:

This statement is to be filled for all individuals aged 15 years and older, namely,
all those born 15 years before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the
household. It is also required to complete the statement based on the
individual's relationship with the labor force in the week ending at the midnight
prior to the researcher's visit to the household.
The relationship to the labor force means the individual's condition and
relationship to the labor market in terms of employment, unemployment,
retirement, or other situations that the individual may have in terms of his
relationship to the labor market.
The relationship of the individual to the labor force is one of the following:
(1) Employed: An individual engaged in work or who works for profit,
whether for his own account, for a wage or for the family without being
paid during the week ending at the midnight prior to the researcher’s visit
to the household, provided that the working hours should not be less than
one hour during that week. The sick leave, regular leave or any other
temporary reason) should not be counted in the absence days.
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(2) Unemployed who have previously worked: An individual who is
capable, prepared and looking for work, but not finding the job during the
week ending at the midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household,
and he\she has worked before in the State of Qatar.

(3) Unemployed and never worked before: An individual who is capable,
prepared and looking for work, but not finding the job during the week
ending at the midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household, and
he\she has never worked in the State of Qatar.

(4) Trainee getting a salary: An individual who joins any of the training
institutes, whether the study is in the morning or evening, and receives a
salary during the training period.

(5) Full-time Student: An individual enrolled in any educational institution as
a full-time student with purpose of attaining an academic degree,
irrespective of whether the schooling hours are in the morning or evening.
Any trainee enrolled in vocational training institutes is regarded as a full-
time student.

(6) Full-time housewife: A female who is fully engaged in home management
and family care and does not practice any other work.

(7) Retiree: An individual who is able to work, does not work and is not
looking for jobs during the week ending at the midnight prior to the
researcher’s visit to the household, and receives a fixed pension for the
work he has previously joined. The retiree who is looking for jobs is not
classifies as a retiree, rather is counted as “unemployed looking for job”.

(8) Incapable of work: The individual who is unable to work, as a result of
illness, disability, or old age.

(9) Not looking for work: An individual who is able to work, but not working
and not looking for work, and is not enrolled in any of the educational
institutes. Such person is called “economically self-sufficient”

(10) Others: Any cases encountered by the enumerator other than the above
mentioned, such as: (inmates of jails, sanatoriums and hospitals who are
not engaged in work, and so on).
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14. Cause of Unemployment:
This statement is to be filled for all unemployed individuals aged 15 years and
older, namely, all those born 15 years before the midnight prior to the

researcher's visit to the household, whose answer to the previous question
(relationship to the labor force) was that they are either “unemployed who have

previously worked” or “unemployed who have never worked.” It is also
required to complete the statement based on the relationship to the labor force

of the unemployed individual before and during the week ending at the

midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household.
The reason of unemployment is one of the following:

(1)

)

Unsuitable Job: It means that the unemployed individual has got a job
opportunity in some entity, before the midnight prior to the researcher’s
visit to the household, but the job did not suit him for any reason, such as:
(insufficient salary, job does not match qualification, the place is far, and
SO on).

Did not find job: It means that the unemployed individual did not get a job
opportunity in any entity, before the midnight prior to the researcher’s visit
to the household.

Dismissal: It means that the unemployed individual was previously
employed but was dismissed from his job and looked for another job and
did not obtain one, before the midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the
household. This option is only available for the unemployed individual who
had previously worked.

Retiree and looking for job: It mean that the unemployed individual was
previously employed but retired and receives a fixed pension for that
previous work and looked for another job but did not obtain one, before the
midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household. This option is only
available for unemployed individual who has previously worked, and it is
not for the “retiree” who is able to work, does not work and did not look
for him.

(5) Other: for any other reasons that the respondent may provide other than
what was mentioned above.

Unemployment Period (in months):

This statement is to be filled for all unemployed individuals aged 15 years and
older, all those born 15 years before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit
to the household, whose answer to the previous question (relationship to the
labor force) was that they are either “unemployed who have previously
worked” or “unemployed who have never worked.” It is also required to
complete the statement based on the relationship to the labor force of the
unemployed individual before and during the week ending at the midnight prior
to the researcher’s visit to the household.

Unemployment period means the total duration of an individual’s
unemployment within the State of Qatar in full months. Thus, the person who
is unemployed for a period less than one month until the time reference date
(midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household), then the period of
unemployment shall be considered (0). For those who were unemployed for a
period of more than one month and less than two months until the time
reference date (midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household), then
the period of unemployment shall be (1), and so on. The whole month must be
completed in order to be counted within the period of unemployment, and days
are not counted.

Employment Status:

This statement is to be filled for all “employed” and “unemployed who have
previously worked” persons aged 15 years and older, i.e. all those born 15 years
before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the household, whose
answer to the previous question (relationship to the labor force) was that they
are either “employed” or “unemployed who have previously worked”. The
statement is filled for those unemployed who have previously worked
according to their previous work, and the statement is also required to be
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completed based on the individual’s employment status in the week ending at

the midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household.

The employment status means the individual's status and relationship to work

in terms of ownership of the work being an employee or other cases that the

individual can have in terms of his relationship to work.

The employment status of the employed or unemployed who has previously

worked is one of the following:

(1) Employer: An individual who is self-employed and at the same time
employs others, either paid or not paid.

(2) Own-account worker: An individual who works for his own account and
does not employ anyone else and is not assisted by any of the family
members.

(3) Paid worker: An individual who works for others (either individual,
company, governmental body, department or establishment) and is paid in
cash or in kind for that.

(4) Unpaid family worker: An individual who works for the family in a
productive economic activity aiming at earning profit and is not paid for
that (neither in cash nor in kind).

(5) Unpaid Worker for others: An individual who works for others in a
productive or service economic activity and does not receive a cash or in-
kind wage for that, such as: a graduate who works under training, and
people persons engaged in unpaid community and volunteer services.

17. Main Occupation:

This statement is to be filled for all “employed” and “unemployed who have
previously worked” persons aged 15 years and older, i.e. all those born 15 years
before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the household, whose
answer to the previous question (relationship to the labor force) was that they
are either “employed” or “unemployed who have previously worked”. The
statement is filled for those unemployed who have previously worked
according to their previous job, and the statement is also required to be
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completed based on the individual’s employment status in the week ending at
the midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household.
The Main Occupation means the name of the main occupation and the details
of the type of work that the individual practiced during the week ending on the
night of the time reference (midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the
household), regardless of the economic activity of the establishment he works
for or his employment status. The statement of the main occupation should be
written in detail such as (teacher of Arabic language in primary school, internal
medicine physician, door and window carpenter, etc.)

As for the unemployed individuals who have previously worked, the statement

is completed according to the individual's last job before his unemployment.

If the individual practiced more than one occupation during the week ending at

midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household, the main occupation

shall be determined as follows:

v' If the individual worked in the government sector in the morning, and in the
private sector in the evening (for example), the government job shall be
considered the main occupation and the statement of the individual's main
occupation should be written as per this job regardless of the material return
and time.

v' If the individual worked in two jobs in the private sector, then the work that
he has practiced for a longer period shall be the main work and the statement
of the individual's main occupation should be written as per this job.

v' If the individual worked in two jobs in the private sector, each of them being
equal in time, then the work that generates more income is considered the
main job. The statement of the individual's main occupation should be
written as per this job.

18. Establishment Name (The Employer):

This statement is to be filled for all “employed” and “unemployed who have
previously worked” persons aged 15 years and older, i.e. all those born 15 years
before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the household, whose
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answer to the previous question (relationship to the labor force) was that they
are either “employed” or “unemployed who have previously worked”. The
statement is filled for those unemployed who have previously worked
according to their previous work, and the statement is also required to be
completed based on the individual’s employment status in the week ending at
the midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household.

The name of the establishment (the name of the employer) means the name
given to the establishment or entity in which the individual worked for the week
ending at the midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household. As for
the unemployed individuals who have previously worked, the statement is to
be completed as per the last establishment or entity where the individual
worked prior to being unemployed.

But for those who do not work in an establishment, such as street vendors,
farmers and others, the phrase “outside establishments” is to be recorded.

If the individual worked in more than one establishment or entity during the
week ending at the midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household, the
statement shall be completed as follows:

v 1If the individual works in an establishment in the government sector in the
morning, and in another establishment in the private sector in the evening
(for example), then the work in the establishment in the government sector
shall be considered the main work, and the name of the establishment or
employer of the individual shall be filled in this work regardless of the
material return and time.

If the individual works in two establishments in the private sector, then the
establishment in which he has worked for a longer period of time is the
establishment for which this statement is completed.

If the individual works in two establishments in the private sector, each of
them is equal in time, then the establishment from which he earns more
income is considered the establishment for which this statement is fulfilled.

The main economic activity of the establishment (the employer):

This statement is to be filled for all “employed” and “unemployed who have
previously worked” persons aged 15 years and older, i.e. all those born 15 years
before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the household, whose
answer to the previous question (relationship to the labor force) was that they
are either “employed” or “unemployed who have previously worked”. The
statement is filled for those unemployed who have previously worked
according to their previous work, and the statement is also required to be
completed based on the individual’s employment status in the week ending at
the midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household.

The main economic activity of the establishment (the employer) means the type
of activity or work practiced by the establishment in which the individual
works, not its name set in the previous field (Establishment Name "The
Employer"), regardless of his profession or employment status. In the event that
the establishment carries out several activities, the activity of the branch in
which the individual works shall be written. If he works in more than one
establishment, record the activity practiced by the establishment related to the
main profession of this individual, i.e. the one in which he works.

As for individuals working outside establishments, such as a street vendor or a
taxi driver, and others, their main economic activity is determined by the type
of work they practiced during the week, such as (cultivating field crops, retail
sale of household appliances, fishing, transporting passengers for a fee, etc.).
As for the unemployed person who has previously worked, his main economic
activity for the establishment is the activity of the last establishment or the last
work he was engaged in before being unemployed.

Sector:

This statement is to be filled for all “employed” and “unemployed who have
previously worked” persons aged 15 years and older, i.e. all those born 15 years
before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the household, whose
answer to the previous question (relationship to the labor force) was that they

The

statement is filled for those unemployed who have previously worked

according to their previous work, and the statement is also required to be
completed based on the individual’s employment status in the week ending at
the midnight prior to the researcher’s visit to the household.

The sector to which the employer belongs means the institutional sector to

which the establishment in which the individual works, not its name set in the

previous field (Establishment Name "The Employer"), in terms of its ownership
and legal organization, and the sector to which the employer belongs is one of
the following options:

(1) Governmental Department: Government bodies engaged in
administrative or service activities, such as ministries, public schools,
public health centers and hospitals, etc.

(2) Public /Governmental establishment: This includes establishments
engaged in a productive activity whose capital is entirely owned by the
government, such as (Qatar General Electricity & water Corporation-
Kahramaa, Qatar Post, etc.).

(3) Mixed: This sector includes establishments in which government shares
capital with another party, whether national (such as Qatar National Bank),
whether this entity is national (such as Qatar National Bank) or foreign
(such as Vodafone Company).

(4) Private: This includes establishments owned by an individual or a group
of individuals, either Qatari nationals or non-Qataris, and whether they are
natural or legal persons.

(5) Diplomatic / International / Regional: This includes establishments that
conduct diplomatic or consular activity on behalf of other countries or those
that are affiliated with regional or international organizations.

(6) Non-profit Establishments: These are establishments that do not aim for
profit, such as charities.

(7) Domestic: It includes all those working in households with families for a
wage, whether they are males or females, such as servants, cooks, drivers,
gardeners, etc.

This statement is to be filled for all individuals aged 4 years and older, i.e. all
those born 4 years before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the
household.

It means the individual's ability and knowledge of using the computer or
handheld electronic devices such as (smart phones, smart tablets, etc.) inside
and outside the home, and the choice for each is one of the following two
options: (1) Yes (2) No

Use of Internet:

This statement is to be filled for all individuals aged 4 years and older, i.e. all
those born 4 years before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the
household.

It means the individual's ability and knowledge of using the internet on the
computer or handheld electronic devices such as (smart phones, smart tablets,
etc.) inside and outside the home, and the choice for each is one of the following
two options: (1) Yes (2) No

Difficulties:

This statement is to be filled for all individuals aged 5 years and older, i.e. all
those born 5 years before the midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the
household.

The individual with difficulty or disability can be defined as an individual who
faces difficulties in performing certain tasks or participating in basic motor or
sensory activities such as walking, hearing and seeing, even if that deficiency
has been improved by assistance or assistance. However, the short-term
difficulties (less than six months) resulting from fractures or diseases should
not be recorded among the difficulties being investigated. However, difficulties
resulting from fractures or diseases for a period of (more than six months), then
they are counted among the difficulties, as the individual may still suffer from
barriers to performing activities and participating compared to the natural
individual.
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The question is asked to the respondent as follows: (Is there a household

member who has a movement, mental or sensory difficulty for 6 months or

more that prevents him from living his life alone in a normal way?) The

difficulties are:

Seeing even while wearing eyeglasses: Seeing here means recognizing a
person at a distance of seven meters or at traffic signals while driving. This
question should be asked to all household members, whether the individual
wears eyeglasses. Then, the enumerator should ask the person about the
degree of difficulty he faces.

Hearing even while using a hearing aid: Hearing difficulty is the cases
that an individual faces while hearing and that contribute in limiting their
ability to hear others during their daily performance, such as hearing
difficulty in noisy public place, or inability to hear with one or both ears a
person directly talking in normal tone to the person with hearing difficulty.
Hearing is the case when a person uses his ears and abilities to know what
is said around him/her and to hear any sound and activities.

Speech Difficulty: The difficulty in talking and conveying information to
others or expressing an actual reality.

Motion and Mobility: Difficulty in moving and climbing staircases are the
difficulties that face the person when moving and wandering on foot and
they may or may not limit their performance of daily activities. For
instance, the person may find difficulty in walking for a short distance, a
problem in climbing/descending the staircases and steps or rough
roads/rugged areas, cannot walk for a distance without a rest or stop, cannot
walk without a stick or cane, cannot stand up on feet for more than one
minute and needs a wheel chair to move from one place to another or cannot
kneel and prostrate easily during prayer.

(5) Remembering and concentrating: This difficulty includes the cases faced
by a person in remembering, concentrating, making decisions,
understanding speech, reading a written text or recognizing people. It also
includes the persons who find difficulty in understanding and awareness to
perform the daily activities such as finding the house, concentrating in what
the person is doing or being not aware of what is going on around them

(6) Self-care: It is the difficulty in proceeding easily with life activities, such

as eating, drinking, bathing, dressing, using the toilet, etc.

(7) Understanding and communicating with others: It is a difficulty in the

behavioral and psychological aspects e.g. showing respect to others,

establishing social relations such as friendships and normal relationships
with his/her family, as well as the extreme difficulty in ability to learn.

(8) Other: Any difficulty other than what was previously mentioned (to be

mentioned in detail with the degree of difficulty).

Degree of difficulty:

This statement is to be filled for all individuals who are "experiencing

difficulties" aged 5 years and older, namely, all those born 5 years before the

midnight prior to the researcher's visit to the household, whose answer to the
previous question (Do you have difficulty?) was that they suffer from some
difficulty.

The degree of difficulty means the extent to which this difficulty or disability

affects the individual's performance of certain tasks or participation in the

performance of basic motor or sensory activities such as walking, hearing and
seeing, and it is one of the following options:

(1) Little Difficulty: It means that the difficulty experienced by the individual
barely impedes him from performing certain tasks or participating in
performing basic motor or sensory activities compared to a normal person
who does not suffer from that difficulty.
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(2) A lot of difficulty: It means that the difficulty experienced by the
individual greatly impedes him from performing certain tasks or
participating in performing basic motor or sensory activities compared to a
normal person who does not suffer from that difficulty.

(3) Cannot do at all: It means that the difficulty experienced by the individual
completely hinders him from performing certain tasks or participating in
the performance of basic motor or sensory activities compared to a normal
person who does not suffer from that difficulty.

(4) No difficulty: This option shall be chosen for people who do not have the
difficulty abovementioned in question.

Definitions and concepts of the housing conditions form

Type of Dwelling Acquisition:

It means whether or not the household owns the dwelling unit, and the type of

payment for the dwelling provided by the household to reside in the house,

whether it is a unit or part of the unit. The options for the type of dwelling
acquisition are one of the following options:

(1) Owned: It is the dwelling legally owned by the occupying household, and
the household does not pay cash or in-kind payment for its use.

(2) Rented: It is the dwelling for which the occupying household pays the rent
in cash for its use.

(3) Government Housing: It is the dwelling allocated by the state for the
household's housing, and the state pays the rent for the household's use of
the house as a residence.

(4) Company \ Institution Housing: It is the dwelling allocated by a company
or institution for the household's housing, and the company or institution
pays the rent for the household's use of the house as a residence.
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(5) Free: It is the dwelling that the occupying household uses as its dwelling
without paying cash or in-kind consideration for its use, and it is usually a
personal grant or exempted from paying the consideration by a party.

(6) Endowment: It is the dwelling allocated by the state as an Islamic
endowment for household housing, without the state paying its rent for the
family's use of the house as its residence.

(7) Other: Any type of acquisition other than what was previously mentioned.

Components of Residential Unit:

It means the number of rooms and facilities that make up the household

residence, and the classification of these numbers by their use as (number of

bedrooms, kitchens, bathrooms). The required statement consists of four fields:

e Number of bedrooms: It is the total number of rooms used for sleeping.

¢ Total number of rooms: It is the total number of bedrooms in addition to
the remaining rooms, halls, majlis and all other facilities in the dwelling
except for kitchens and bathrooms.

e Number of kitchens: It is the total number of kitchens in the dwelling.

¢ Number of bathrooms: It is the total number of bathrooms in the dwelling.

Main Source of Drinking Water:

It means the source of water that the household mainly uses for drinking, and it

is one of the following options:

(1) Governmental network: It means that the government water network is
the main source of water that the family uses for drinking.

(2) Bottled water: It is the mineral water of various types, shapes and sizes of
containers that the family uses for drinking.

(3) Other: Any other type of water source not mentioned previously and used
by the family as the main source of drinking.
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4. Main Type of Fuel Used for Cooking:

This means the fuel source that the household mainly uses for cooking, and it
is one of the following options:

(1) Electricity: electricity is the main source of cooking in the household.

(2) Gas: gas is the main source for cooking in the household.

(3) Other: Any other type of fuel not mentioned previously and used by the
household as a main source for cooking.

Information and Communication Devices:

It means the number of information and communication devices owned by the

household at the time of the interview, and the classification of these numbers

by their types (mobile phone lines, fixed phone lines, computers, in addition to
the household connection to the Internet). The required statement consists of
six fields, namely:

¢ Number of fixed phone lines: This means the number of fixed phone lines
belonging to the household and used by it, regardless of the actual number
of fixed telephone devices connected to it.

e Number of Mobile phone lines: This means the number of mobile phone
lines belonging to and used by the household, regardless of the actual
number of mobile phone devices are owned by the household.

e Number of personal computers: This means the number of computers
belonging to and used by the household, and it includes smart tablets,
excluding smart phones.

e Number of Radios: This means the number of radios belonging to and used
by the household.

e Number of TVs: This means the number of TVs belonging to and used by
the household.
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Household connection to Internet: This means that the household has a
subscription and connection to the Internet service, whether that connection is
wired or wireless, and regardless of the extent to which it is used.

* Definitions and concepts of the establishments form

Commercial Registry Number:

It is the number given by the Ministry of Commerce and Industry to the
establishments registered with it, and it is usually written on the establishment
name plate.

Commercial License Number:

It is the number given by the Ministry of Commerce and Industry to the
establishments registered with it, and it is usually written on the establishment
name plate.

Establishment Registration Number:
It is the number given by the Ministry of Interior to the establishments
registered with it.

Establishment Status:

It is one of the following:

(1) Operating establishment: It is the establishment that practices its
activities normally at the time of the census and where the employees carry
out their work.

Temporarily stopped establishment: the establishment that practices
economic activity, components of this activity are available and employs
workers, but it is temporarily stopped for the duration of the census for any
reason (maintenance or decoration)

Permanently closed establishment: The establishment that stopped
practicing its works for any reason (bankruptcy, desire of holder to leave
work, etc.), and obviously it will have no workers practicing any economic
activity.
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(4) Under preparation: It is a new establishment being prepared, e.g.
decoration, importation of goods, and so on, in order to open it, but activity
is not practiced yet.

(5) Vacant: It is a place originally prepared for practicing economic activity,
and not occupied by an establishment the time of census.

Establishment Name:

It is the (Arabic / English) trade name that was given to the establishment and
is always known by it. This name could be indicating its activity, whether
industrial, commercial or services. The trade name of establishment could
comprise name/names of its owners. Governmental, non-profit, diplomatic or
international establishments have no trade name, but called by their known
names.

Main Economic Activity:

It is the type of actual work practiced by the establishment, whether material or
service, regardless of the establishment sector (Government Department,
Government Establishment / Company, Private, Mixed, Diplomatic /
International, or non-profit); or establishment ownership or characteristic
(individual, main branch, administrative offices/auxiliary units, branch of local
establishment, branch of foreign establishment, holding company). One of the
economic activities practiced by the establishment should be written in detail.
It is not necessary that name of establishment expresses the actual economic
activity.

Sector:

It is one of the following:

(1) Governmental Department: Government bodies engaged in
administrative or service activities, such as ministries and directorates
(Ministry of Defense, Ministry of Interior, public schools, public health
